Missionary Livingstone commit-

ted his life in a courageous and 

devoted manner for the com-

mand to save the lost in lands of 

Africa.  His holy and sacrificial 

life which was full of love com-

pelled millions of hearts of local 

natives. It is truly moving when 

we discover that he breathed his 

last breath while kneeling to 

pray.  When he died, 56 people 

who over the course of time 

had travelled with him from 

place to place to preach the 

Good News in Africa made the 

decision to open up his chest, 

remove his heart and bury it 

under a tree, saying òThe heart 

of Livingstone belonged to Af-

rica, and will continue to be 
Africaõs, because he loved Af-

rica.ó 

 They then carried his 

body and all his belongings and 

travelled over many days, endur-

ing all types of danger on their 

journey, battling with local tribes 

in these regions, going over a 

1000 miles through forests to 

the reach shores where there 

was a small waterway to transfer 

his body back to his homeland.  

Oh, the heart of Livingstone! 

 Love is the golden 

key that unlocks the hearts of 

men.  Only true love could 

oblige the primitive persons in 

the regions where Livingstone 

ministered.  Sacrificial, selfless, 

longsufferingéthese are truly 

beautiful words to describe a 

genuine servant of the Lord.

Itõs trueéwe all want to do 

great things and achieve great 

accomplishments.  We want 

to leave a legacy, and as 

Christians, there is greater 

legacy than that which last 

into all eternity.  We may 

have at one time or another 

dreamed of proselytizing the 

world, building a great mega-

church for God, or leading a 

great crowd of believers in 

worship. 

 But just as life is a 

journey, in which we get 

from one place to another 

distant place by taking a step 
at a time, so likewise is ser-

vice for God.  Perhaps we 

grow into those dreams of 

grandeur little by little rather 

than by leaps or bounds. 

 I am reminded of 

the parable of the talents, 

where 3 servants were given 

stewardship of a certain 

number of talents by their 

master.  One is given ten, 

another 5 and the last is given 

one talent.  The master leaves 

for a time, and upon his re-

turn, finds the servants with 

10 and 5 faithfully worked to 

increase the masterõs wealth 

(by double).  The last servant, 

however, was fearful and hid 

the talent he had, only to 
return it un-fruitfully to the 

master.  Not only was the 

master displeased with the 

last servant inaction, but took 

the talent away from him and 

gave it to the other servants. 

 As Christians, we 

are all given stewardship of 

tasks that God wants us to be 

faithful in carrying out.  If we 

are faithful with the tasks that 

God has entrusted to us, God 

will grant us more responsibil-

ity and opportunity (a little at 

a time).  With the tasks that 

we are unfaithful with, even 

those responsibilities and 

opportunities He will remove.  

So not only does the unfaith-

ful servant never reach those 
òpie in the skyó dreams for 

God because of his lack of 

obedience, but regresses as 

God hands the responsibilities 

he once had to another. 

 It is applaudable that 

we dream of doing great 

things for Godéwe should.  

But the road to get there is 

via faithfulness in small things.

Interview with Chi Hanh by Mai Do 
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Messages from the Mission Field: Malaysia and Vietnam Trip 

Why Missions?  
Pastor David Mai  

 
Why did Moses go to the field to see his fellow Hebrews suffering in 

slavery? It was because God intended to show Moses how much afflic-

tion his people were living in, in order to change him and mold him 

into the leader who would eventually lead the Israelites out of the 

bondage of slavery in Egypt. In the same way, I believe God sent Kirk-
wood Churchõs first mission team to Malaysia and Vietnam to trans-

form our lives and to prepare us to be the people who will participate 

in delivering the Vietnamese people out of from slavery of Satan. The 

lives of those in the first Kirkwood mission team, were indeed changed 

after this mission trip. We learned how to be more grateful, 

more joyful, and how to be more productive for the kingdom 

of God. 

 
Why did God allow the Holy Spirit to descend only upon the 

disciples on the Pentecost when thousands of people had come 

to Jerusalem for this festival?   It was because God wanted the 

disciples to be filled with the Holy Spirit and to be on fire to 

share the Gospel to the lost.  This is seen through the example 

of Peter, whose first sermon on Pentecost brought more than 

three thousands souls into Godõs kingdom. God allowed Kirk-

wood Churchõs mission team to go to Malaysia and Vietnam to 
be ignited by other fervent Christians. The result was that we 

reached out to hundreds of souls within three weeks and 

brought more than two hundred souls into Godõs kingdom. We 

were indeed on fire for our Lord Jesus Christ. Wherever we go, we 

continued sharing the Gospel to the lost.  

 
Why did God allow the Israelites to face the Red Sea with the enemy 

pursuing them from behind?  It was because God wanted them to ex-

perience His mighty hand protecting them so that they could face their 

future wicked enemies in the land of Canaan. God sent Kirkwoodõs 

mission team to Malaysia and Vietnam for us to experience His mighty 

hand protecting us from the hands of those who tried to persecute us. 

God indeed rescued us miraculously during our time in Malaysia and 

Vietnam and we truly experienced His protection upon us. With this 

experience, we will stand firm in the long journey with God and in the 

spiritual battles with the enemy. 

 
I believe that anyone who joins the mission team would defi-

nitely experience at least one of these. Their lives will be 

transformed; their spirit will be ignited, their faith will be an-

chored deeper in the Lord; their fear will be gone; and they 

will indeed become the fishers of men. 

 

This is the reason why we have to go abroad for missions; 

going to the places full of persecution such as in Muslim coun-

tries or communist nations, investing our finances in the places 

where the new believers cannot join our local church, and 

risking ourselves abroad while weõre free to do evangelism in 

our nation.
